Solar cells are wired together and installed on top of a substrate like metal or glass to create solar panels,which
areinstalled in groups to form a solar power system to produce the energy for a home.

How many photovoltaic cells arein a solar panel?

There are many photovoltaic cells within a single solar module,and the current created by all of the cells
together adds up to enough electricity to help power your home. A standard panel used in a rooftop residential
array will have 60 cellslinked together.
