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Why do | need to ground a power source neutral ?

Grounding a power source neutral will increase the cost of distribution equipment. When the load transfers
from one source to another in a system that uses two or more separately grounded power sources to feed a
load,you may need to switch the neutral conductor and the phase conductors.

Does a 3 phase power supply have a neutral ?

In examining a 3-phase power system,some power supplies will include the three-phase lines,neutral,and
ground. Others may omit the neutral,leaving only three lines plus ground. If neutral is needed to carry
current,why can some system leave this wire out of the connections?

Can aneutral wire be used as a ground wire?

NO,is the answer. The neutral and ground wires cannot be used interchangeably! Attempting to use ground or
neutral wires for purposes other than their intended use can be extremely dangerous. Ground wires,as
previously stated,are not intended to carry any current under normal conditions.

What is a neutral wire?

A "neutral wire" is aterm you've probably heard at some point in a science class back in the day. The neutral
wire like every other component of an electrical system,is necessary for the creation of a functional circuit.
But what exactly is a neutral wire,and how does it differ from other types of wires,such as hot wires?

Why is aneutral wire important?

Asyou can see, the neutral wireis critical to the electrical system of your home. There would be no circuit for
electricity to flow along and complete its circle back to the power source if it did not exist. See also How To
Splice Coaxial Cable Easily?

Why should a switchgear be ground neutral ?
1. Grounding neutral provides a common reference for all things plugged into the power system. That makes
